“Just-Right” Books

Many books for children have a fea-
ture that | find particularly helpful:
a listing of the book's readability
and interest levels. This informa-
tion can sometimes be found on
the copyright page inside the

the book jacket) of hardcover books, or
on the back cover (usually only paper
backs). Other books may not
this information, but frequently the book's library record includes it,
and this year | have begun marking it inside new books when | proc-
ess them.

The information usually looks something like this:

RL: 4.2
IL: 008-012 (or 3-6)

RL stands for Readability Level, and this is the general reading
level of the book. In the example above, RL of 4.2 means 4th grade,
2nd month. Readability levels are usually determined by taking sev-
eral passages from different parts of the book and evaluating them
on a scale such as Fry's Readability Scale.

IL stands for Interest Level. It is used to give an idea of which chil-
dren might be interested in a book. Interest Level is based on story
character's ages, child developmental age interests, and perhaps
readability levels. It can be listed by children's ages (in the example
above, 008-012 would be ages 8 to 12) or sometimes by school
grade level (3-6 being grades 3 through 6). Interest levels are sub-
jective, and are usually determined by publishers (however, book
reviewers may list different interest levels from the publisher or
even from each other).

Both Readability and Interest levels can be helpful for parents
and children in choosing books. They are a tool to help find appro-
priate books, but do not need to be limiters to reading. As always,
you'll want to use your judgment in deciding if a book is right for
your child.
